Ball State University’s athletic
programs again earned high marks in
the latest multiyear Academic Progress
Rate (APR) scores released in May by the
NCAA.

All 19 of the Cardinals’ teams boasted
multiyear averages of at least 957.

Miami University was the only other Mid-
American Conference school with all of
its programs at or above that mark, while
Indiana University was the only other
public school in the state to achieve the
feat.

Ball State had eight programs record
multiyear scores of 990 or better,
matching Ohio University and Western
Michigan University for the most of any
MAC school.

The APR, which has a perfect score of
1,000, provides a real-time look at a
team’s academic success each semester
by tracking the academic progress of
each student-athlete on scholarship.
